Feedback to the magistrates charged with the prosecution of trafficking in human

Goal = to collect, to centralize and to exchange (general) information and to make strategic 
analyses – national focal point?

1999 – establishment of an Interdepartmental Coordination Unit for the fight 

against trafficking and smuggling in human beings

2004 – Royal Decree of 16 May 2004 concerning the fight against trafficking and

� chairmanship =  Minister of Justice or his representative

� co-ordination task

� members = all the federal (operational as well as political) actors actively involved in the fight 
against the aforementioned phenomena

� meetings two or three times a year



BureauBureau

� chairmanship by the Service for Criminal policy

� prepares or carries out its decisions, recommendations and initiatives

National Action Plan – approved on the 11th of July 2008

� members = major departments involved in the fight against trafficking and smuggling in 
human beings

� meetings every month



4. General conclusions4. General conclusions

� Important to make a good distinction between the role of “National Coordinator” and 
the role of “National Rapporteur or equivalent mechanism”

� Important to make a good distinction between the role of “National Rapporteur” and a 
“national focal point”

� European minimal standards – National Rapporteur
